This is where the first jumu® a prayes in Islam was performed
when the Prophet = stopped there shortly after his arrival,on his way

from Quba’, at that time on outlying village, to Madina proper.
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Masjid al-Ghamama
This is where the Prophet most frequently held the €id prayer in
open air and where he held the rain prayer, after which a cloud came
over them and rained profusely.
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Masjid Abu Bakr al-Siddiq <>

One of the locations where the Prophet #: used to hold the €id
prayer. This is also where the Prophet i held the funeral prayer over
the Negus of Abyssinia.
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Masjid €Umar ibn al-Khattab <>

CUmar prayed ©id here as Khalifa.The Prophet ‘= had prayed
here before him, as in all other locations in the Mussalld area where

a mosque was built and attributed to one of his successors.
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Masjid €Ali ibn-Abi Talib <&

Where the Prophet ‘= held the cid al-Fitr prayer before shifting
the loction to where Masjid al-Ghamama now stands.
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The Migat Mosque
also known as Dhul Hulayfa and as masjid al- Shajara. This is

where anyone coming from Syria or Madina itself has to enter into
ihram before going to Hajj or €Umra. The Prophet = prayed the two
rak® as of ihrdm under a tree at that spot.
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Masjid al-Mu€arras
in the blessed valley of al-®Aqiq, this is where the Prophet spent

the night on his return from his journeys.
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The Abu Dharr Mosque

Also known as Masjid al-Sajda, because there the Prophet &
prostrated himself before Alldh in gratitude, having been informed
by Jibril that whoever invokes Alldh's blessings upon him would be
blessed by Allah and whoever greets him would be greeted by Alldh.
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Masijid al-ljaba

Also known as Masjid Bani Mu“awiya: This is where the Prophet -
4 made a long supplication to his Lord that He not destroy his nation
by drought or floods, nor by their destroying themselves. Allah
granted the first two requests, but refused the third.
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Masijd alSugqia

There the Prophet ‘= had his tent pitched before marching to Badr,
there he paraded his army, and there he prayed for the people of Madina
that Allah should give them baraka and make the love of Madina in
the hearts of Muslims the dame as that for Macca ormore.
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Masjid al-Mustarah
This is where thep Prophet sat to rest on his way to visit the

martyrs of Uhud. It used to be called the Bani Haritha Mosque
because it belonged to that tribe, a tribe of the Aws.
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Masjid al-Shaykhayn or al-Bada'i€

Also known as Masjid al-Dir¢ (the Mosque of the armour). This
is where the Prophet #8 spent the night on his way to the battle of
Uhud. There he % prayed saldar al-fajr, reviewed his . army and sent
back the Jewish force that had come offering to help him. There
also “Abdallah ibn Ubayy, the chief hypocrite, decided to turn back
with his three hundred, thus depriving Muslims of one third of their
number.

The Mosque of Uhud

This is where, after the battle, the Prophet £ and his Companions
prayed, sitting down from exhaustion. According to one opinion the
following verse was revealed there as the people crowded around the
Prophet = for the ritual prayer during the battle of Uhud: "O you
who have believed! When you are told to make room (for each
other) in assembly make room! That Allah may expand things
Jor you." According the another opinion this verse was revealed in
the Prophet's aMosque.
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Masjid Sayyid al-Shuhada

Erected on the plin of Uhud, the location of the nattle where the
Prophet's uncle, Hamza was killed. When he saw the mutilation
Hamza had suffered the Prophet £ wept, saying: "Never shall I be
a fficted with (the loss of) such as you, nor have I ever been
angrier before!" He also said: "Jibril came to me to inform me
that Hamza iswritten in the seven heavens as Hamza ibn ¢Abdal
Muttalib, the lion of All@h and the lion of his Messenger."
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Masjid al- Fath, Mosque and Rock of Victory

This is the rock upon which the Prophet #% stood during the Battle
of the Trench, praying for victory, and where he received Allah's
Promise of victory and the conquest of Macca. "Thereafter" said
Jabir ibn ©Abdallah, "whenever severe hardship affected me,
I sought this hour (i.e. After zuhr on Wednesday on the rock)

- prayed and recognized the answer."
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Masjid Abu Bakr al-Siddiq &>

One of the seven mosques erected along the trench.

Itis the third of the moques of victory. Itis said that the Companions
had their tents on these locations, also that they led other Companions
in prayer there.
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Masjid CUmar ibn al-Khattab <&

The fourth of the seven mosques.
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Masjid €Ali ibn - Abi Talib Uéf@

The fifth of the seven mosques.
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Mosque of The Lady Fitima al-Zahra &

The sixth of the seven mosques, also known as the mosque of
Sa‘d ibn Mu€adh.
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Masjid Salman al-Farisi aélua

Salman, being Persian and thus aware of military tactics unfamiliar to
the Arabs, suggested to the Prophet #% to dig a trench to prevent the enemy
from entering Madina from its weakest area. The mosque also marks the
location where the Prophet £ prayed before climbing the rock.
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Masjid al- Raya
The Mosque of the Flag (Masjid al-Raya): On the hill where

the Prophet's flag was raised to signal Jihdd. It is also said that the

Prophet #& prayed on DhAubab, which is another name for the hill.

Masjid al-Qiblatayn

The Mosque of the Two Qiblas or Mosque of (Bani Salima), so
called because when the Divine order came to change the gibla from
Jerusalem to Macca, the Companions, who were in the middle of
a ritual prayer and had already prayed two rak€as, turned toward
Macca and prayed the next two rak€as in that direction.
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Masjid Bani Haram
This Mosque is near the location of the house of the Companion
Jabir ibn €Abdallah <, where the food he had prepared to feed the
Prophet and a few Companions during the battle of the trench was
miraculously increased by the Prophet to feed the whole army. It is
so called because this area belonged to Bani Haram, a clan of the
Bani Salima tribe.
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Masjid al-Sabq

This was the finishing line of the horse races that the Prophet
held between his Companions which started at Thaniyyat al-Wada“

o

This is also where the Prophet &£ stood after the €id payers.
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Masjid al-Shams

in the Quba“ area: So named because, being, on a higher place
than the surrounding buildings, the sun rises on it first. In fact it is
the place where the Prophet had his tent pitched during the siege of
the Bani al- Nadir Jews.
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The Mosque of the siege of Bani Qurayza

marking the location where the Prophet ‘= pitched his tent, and
prayed during the siege. The cause of the siege was that when the
Muslims were besieged during the days of the Trench. the Bani
Qurayza Jews broke their treaty with them and agreed to join the
besieging army and attack the Muslims from the back.
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Masjid al-Maghsala or Bani Dinar Mosque

The Bani Dinar were a clan of the Khazraj tribe. The Prophet
it prayed in their mosque at their request so that they could pray in
there after him. Abu Bakr «: had a wife the vicinity and once when
he was ill the Prophet visited him there.
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Masjid Musbih also called Bani Unayf Mosque

This is where the Prophet was received when he arrived on his
emigration and this is where he prayed in the course of his visit
to Talha ibn al-Barda "« one of his Companions, who was sick. The
Bani Unay fkept the place clean, spraying it with water, till they

eventually buit a mosqueon it.

The southern boundary of Madina. ,The Prophet i= said: "This
is CAyr it detests us and we detest it, it is on one of the gates of
Hell".
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CAynayn Hill
On the day of Uh ud the Prophet #£ positionned his archers there,
commanding them not to leave their position whatever happenend.

Thy reported this to the Prophet £ who took the
pick from Salman and struck the rock. A light flashed, illuminating

Madina from one lava tract to the other, as if it was a lamp lit in a
dark night. The Prorphet £ said: "Allah Akbar!" He struck it again,
another flash shot forth he said "Allah Akbar!" then he struck it a
third time.Again flash of light shot forth, and again he said "Allah
Akbar!" The rock was shattered by the third blow.

They asked him about the three flashes of light. He sad: "The first
one lit up for me the palaces of Hira and the cities of Khosroses,as
if they were dogs' teeth and Jibril informed me that my nation is
to overcome them. The second one lit up for me the red palaces of
the land of the Byzantines, as if they were dogs' teeth and Jibril
informed me that my nation is to overcome them. The Third lit
up for me the palaces of San€a, as if they were dogs' teeth and
Jibril informed me that my nation is to overcome them."

Asmda daughter of Abu Bakr. His paternal grandmother was Saffiya,
the Prophet's aunt, and his brother “Abdallah the first newborn to the
Companions after the Prophet's arrival to Madina.
